. Attend the pre-trek meeting Tuesday, August 5, 2008 at 7 p.m. Itis held in the
Viking room at the Portland Service Center, 2145 SW Naito Pkwy, Portland, OR,
97201.

. A completed medical form for each participant must be turned in to the Trek Staff
before departure. Bring it with you on Saturday, August 23, 2008.

. A completed Acknowledgement of Risks and Hazards form for each participant must
be turned in to the Trek Staff before departure. Bring it with you on August 23,
2008.

. All participants must be covered by insurance. If you are not covered by your Scout
unit, or have individual coverage, you are required to purchase insurance from the
council office.

. All fees must be paid in full (if they are not already) by August 5, 2008.

. Food and cooking gear will be provided, but you will need to bring your mess Kkit.

. Please read over the “Horsemanship Merit Badge Book” prior to the Trek. This
information is very useful and will make your trip more enjoyable.

. We have limited space for gear, so you should pack as if you were going on an
extended hiking trip. A list of necessary items is included; no radios, tapedecks, or
other non-essential items should be brought. Cameras are welcome! Try to utilize
the parent night Campfire to get resupplied, send dirty clothes home, and have visitors
bring clean clothes. Have them bring treats to share too!

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A DAY ON THE TRAIL

Riders arrive in camp in the late afternoon, unsaddle and brush their
horses. Each rider makes sure his horse has food and water and is
groomed. Once the stock is cared for, gear is reclaimed and tents
pop up all over the camp area. Meals are prepared by the cook, but
you are responsible for your own dish clean up.

A typical day starts with a wake-up call by the last
shift night watch at 6:00 a.m. Trekkers have 30
minutes to dress, stow their gear, and drop their tent.
As their gear is hauled to the Quartermaster’s truck,
riders begin eating breakfast and break open bales of
hay. Each rider takes hay and grain to their horse,
and when all are fed and groomed, breakfast is
cleaned up, dinners are prepared and horses are
saddled up. It is time to ride out to the next campsite.

As the riders cover the miles to the next campsite, the
Quartermaster and Shotgun load the truck with camp
and personal gear. They will do whatever shopping is
necessary, and pick up food for the coming days.
They will meet the Trek at the campsite that evening.

After supper clean up and the vet check are complete, the “all call” is sounded, gathering all
to hear any announcements and night watch assignments. The balance of the evening is
free for socializing, snoozing, learning how to rope, or whatever. Camp is quiet at 10:00
p.m., with only the night watch crew of two up and about. The night watch crews spend two
hour shifts through the night, checking on the horses and ties, making sure each animal has
hay and that no lead ropes are tangled. If a problem arises during the night, the night watch
crew will awaken the Trek leader or the Wranglers immediately.

This is a typical day on the trail-fun and exciting and a lot of hard work. You will learn about
horses, the wilderness, mule-packing, and lots of cowboy tales. This is a trip of a lifetime,

and the fun is non-stop.

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KNOTS TO KNOW BEFORE YOU RIDE:

THE BOWLINE

1. Rotate
rope one-
half turn to
the right with
right thumb
and
forefinger to
form first
loop.

2. Pass second
loop through
first loop.
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Holding
both parts of
second loop in
right hand and
main rope in
left hand, pull
to close knot.

. Bring end of

rope through
the loop and
around the
main rope and
back through
the first loop.
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Saddlebags In A Snhap

Use two old backpacks with the straps sewn together to
create a roomy carry-all.

A regular fanny pack style bag can be attached to the saddle
for safe holding of those items needed on the trail.

Sew the cuffs of a pair of jeans closed, cut off the waist, and
a rope holds these quick bags over the saddle. Use old jeans.

An easier version is a one-leg bag from one jean leg. Two
ropes on the ends to secure to your saddle and to open and
close the bag.

However,
we understand that notwithstanding the best efforts of those leading the Horse Trek,
unforeseen circumstances can arise.

As a participant, | understand that | must, and agree to, follow the instructions and
requests of Horse Trek leaders at all times. | understand that the choices | make and
judgements that | exercise will affect my safety, and could affect the safety of others. As
parent of participant, | acknowledge my son or daughter is able to participate responsibly in
the activities.

| understand that Oregon law states that the Cascade Pacific Council, the Boy Scouts of
America and its employees and volunteers involved in leading this Horse Trek “shall not be
liable for an injury to or the death of a participant arising out of riding, training, driving,
grooming, or riding as a passenger upon an equine (horse). That no participant or
participant’s representative may maintain an action (lawsuit) against or recover from an
equine activity sponsor or an equine professional for an injury to or the death of a
participant arising out of riding, training, driving, grooming, or riding as a passenger upon an
equine.
