Horse rides:

On most weekends from September through April, horse rides are
available for Scouting units and other groups. Rides are in and around
the vast, beautiful property of Butte Creek Scout Ranch. Lunch is not
included, bring your own lunch.

For ages Webelo and older. Webelo require a 1 adult to 1 youth ratio.
Older than Webelo require the national standard of 2 deep leadership.

Make sure you where sturdy pants (Jeans) and shoes. Also, dress for
the weather. Bring a Day pack with a change of clothes, snack, and
water bottle.

There are 3 ride options, AM %2 day ride, PM %2 day ride, and a full day ride.

- Yday AM isfrom 9 amto 12 $60.00

- Full day will sign up for morning and Afternoon Rides $120.00

Cub Scouts will learn about the history and nature of horses; how to be around horses safely, horse care and
grooming; basic riding skills; and cowboy gear.

Lodging:

Lodging is facility reservation, a separate reservation from the horse program. By the horse corals there are 8 larger
Adirondacks (3 sided structures), each sleeping 10. And on the camp side by the old town fagade we have sites
available. Sites Flying J (lower on the hill), Rocking K ( lower on the hill), Circle T, and Yellow Rose all have “mini daks”
on them. Each site has around 8 mini daks each mini dak sleeping 2.

RULES OF THE ROAD

. All units MUST CHECK:-IN with the Campmaster or Ranger upon arrival.

. All units MUST CHECK-OUT with the Campmaster or Ranger before leaving camp.

. ALL vehicles must remain in designated parking lot.

. NO standing timber is to be cut without permission.

. NO conifers or brush is to be cut.

. Units RESPONSIBLE FOR DAMAGE will be billed for repair or replacement.

. NO swimming/boating in any lake allowed without following Safe Swim defense and Safety Afloat. No
swimming in moving water is permitted.

8. ALL open flame fires must be at least 10 feet away from any structure. (This includes charcoal.)
9. ALL liquid fuel cans must be left and locked in vehicles. National policy on the use of liquid fuels must
be followed.

10. ALL garbage is to be taken out of camp.

11. ALL fires must be put out before leaving camp.

12. NO dish washing at water taps.

13. NO UN-AUTHORIZED WEAPONS (including pellet guns) of any type are allowed in camp.

14. As stated in BSA guidelines, youth may not use tobacco products and smoking must be

done away from all participants. Scouting is a smoke-free environment.

15. Obey all camp speed limits. 5 MPH is the limit on all roads.

16. ABSOLUTELY NO PETS ARE ALLOWED TO BE BROUGHT ONTO COUNCIL PROPERTY.
17. NO ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES ARE ALLOWED ON COUNCIL PROPERTY.

18. Be courteous and “Do A Good Turn” by doing a service project for the camp.
